DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE PERFORMED:

This SOW defines the requirements for support to the NASA Center for Computational Sciences (NCCS) and HPC/analytic planning coordination with the Global Modeling & Assimilation Office (GMAO).  The Contractor shall:

1. Support NCCS Analysis & Visualization planning activities; including development and regular updates to the NCCS Analysis/Visualization Service roadmap.  At a minimum, planning documents will be delivered to ATR for review September 1st each year.  

2. Maintain liaison with key science users to ensure that NCCS plans adequately reflect their analytic needs and requirements.

3. Manage integration, implementation, and testing of data distribution services required for IPCC Data Node participation.  Documentation describing system requirements and usage will be provided to the NCCS.

4. Manage integration, implementation, and testing of analysis tools (COTS, GOTS, and custom) and assist users in advancing to new analytic paradigms.  Documentation describing these efforts will be provided to the NCCS, including user-oriented descriptions of new service capabilities.

5. Support NCCS customer outreach activities; including quarterly NCCS User Forums and other scientific user meetings, as directed by the ATR.

The Contractor shall provide monthly status reports.  The Contractor shall support NCCS meetings, as directed.

TRAVEL REQUIREMENTS:

To complete these tasks, the Contractor shall travel as necessary and as approved by the COTR.  It is anticipated that there will be 4 domestic trips, to attend annual engineering/visualization conferences and analytic training or demonstrations.
