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High Resolution GEOS Forecasts of Super Typhoon Hagibis
In October 2019, Typhoon 
Hagibis rapidly intensified in the 
western Pacific Ocean from a 
tropical storm to a Category 5 
storm. Japan was still recovering 
from the impacts of Typhoon 
Faxai, which made landfall a 
month prior, when Hagibis struck.

132L simulated clouds (displayed 
from a combination of outgoing 
solar and longwave radiation) on 
the evening of October 9, 2019.
